R. Kruspedai said in the name of R. Yochanan: Three books are opened [in heaven] on New
Year, one for the thoroughly wicked, one for the thoroughly righteous, and one for the
intermediate. The thoroughly righteous are written and sealed immediately in the book of life; the
thoroughly wicked are written and sealed immediately in the book of death; the intermediate people
are suspended and remain from the New Year until Yom Kippur. If they deserve well, they are
inscribed in the book of life; if they do not deserve well, they are inscribed in the book of death.
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...Also recite before Me on the New Year [Biblical texts making mention of] kingship,
remembrance, and the shofar. Kingship, so that you may proclaim Me king over you.
Remembrance, so that your remembrance may rise favorably before Me. And through what?
Through the shofar.
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1. And in the seventh month, on the first day of the month, you shall have a proclamation of
holiness; you shall do no servile labor; it is a day of blowing [the horn] for you.
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There are four heads of the year (New Years). On the first of Nisan is the head of the year (New
Year) for kings and for festivals. On the first of Elul is the head of the year (New Year) for the
tithe (tithe = tax) of cattle. But Rabbi Eleazar and Rabbi Shimon place this on the first day of
Tishrei. On the first of Tishrei is the head of the year (New Year) for years, for resting fields
and Jubilee years, for planting and for (the tithe of) vegetables. On the first of Shevat is the
head of year (New Year) for trees according to the ruling of Beit Shammai; Beit Hillel place it on
the fifteenth of that month.
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
